After you become chartered, you
will be entitled to all rights and benefits of the Masonic Motorcycle Club International
and at that point be entitled to wear our club emblem, which is a registered trademark,
and we are sure you’ll agree it’s quite unique.

Enclosed is a brochure titled “The Masonic Motorcycle Club International and
You”. Also a copy of our last International Newsletter is enclosed. Study this information
and follow the instructions.

No fee is required until you finally decide to start this endeavor.
